
 
Guitarist Håkon Storm-Mathisen has, in many ways, seen his dream come through with the recording "Zinober". 
Last summer he had the opportunity to record in Rainbow Studio in Oslo with sound engineer Jan Erik Kongshaug and a bunch of guitars,  
to droodle in his first solo release.I have to admit, I am not the greatest fan of jazz guitar. Still, I like people like Ralph Towner, Paolo Angelli, 
Marc Ribot, and other originalities, which could be why I also like this album. 
It contains mainly acoustic guitar music, and every now and then, Storm-Mathisen finds himself in company with Towner and his peers. 
Storm-Mathisen is a magnificent technician, he knows his trade, and most of the material is guaranteed to please the majority of friends 

to guitar playing. 

Håkon Storm-Mathisen visits the Netherlands regularly, a country that for decades has been a leader in creative, new, european jazz.  
This hegemony has decreased over the later years, but I think one of the country's Norwegian guests can contribute to change all that. 
This recording should give Storm-Mathisen lots of playing opportunities in many clubs and festivals in Norway and Europe. 
The cover is informative and original, with great looking pictures by photographer Øyvind Næss. 
The beautiful design is by Jonas Howden Sjøvåg, another musician with design skills. 
A surprisingly nice recording that I give my strongest recommendations.
